Erwin “Pete” Rump,

He
moved his family to the Indianapolis area in 1960 when he was employed as a
teacher of Business and English at North Central High School in the
Metropolitan School District of Washington Township. In 1968, Pete was
appointed Assistant Business Manager for the district. In 1970, he accepted
the position of Assistant to the Superintendent of the Huntington County
Community School Corporation in Huntington, Indiana. In 1974 Pete returned
to the Metropolitan School District of Washington Township as Assistant
Superintendent for Business Services. In 1990, he accepted an appointment
as a Senior Officer in the Indiana Department of Education where he served
until his retirement in February 1996. During his retirement years, he
continued serving schools in Indiana as a Consultant with Educational
Services Company.
