Dale was a former member of Englewood Christian Church, Post Road
Christian where he served as a deacon, Circle City Church, and is a current
member of Trader’s Pointe Christian Church.



Dale is survived by his loving wife of 39 years, Bonnie E. (Wise) Mace and his
four children. He has three sons with Patty Ross Farrell: Brian J. (Angie),
Brant K. (Penny) and Trey (Jill) Mace. In addition to his sons, Dale and Bonnie
have a daughter, Jodi M. Simpson. Dale was a devoted grandfather to
Zachary and Allison Mace and Tanner and Makayla Simpson. He is also
survived by a sister, Donna Spears.
