She went on to spend
years as a beautician at a salon in Broad Ripple, and later worked as a
clerical technician for Mutual Hospital Services before her retirement. Susan is
survived by her son, Mark Stephan; granddaughter, Morgyn Stephan; and
daughter, Heather Stephan. She was preceded in death by her parents,
Wilbur and Ruth (Dobratz) Shannon; brother, James Shannon; and former
husband (but close friend ‘til the end), Timothy Stephan.

She said that she spoke to Jesus every day, and that
she felt called by God to use her gift of her singing voice to connect with
others and bring greater joy, peace, and purpose into her life.
